1. Call to Order 5 

Stephanie Gaines (County of San Diego) called the meeting to order at 10:03 AM. 6 

2. Roll Call 7 

Stephanie Gaines (County of San Diego) completed roll call for voting members. 8 
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3. Time for public to speak on items not on the agenda 1 

No members of the public requested time to speak about items not on the agenda. 2 

4. Meeting Summary *APPROVAL VOTE* 3 

The January 11, 2018, meeting summary was amended to include last names throughout 4 

the notes. 5 

Á Motion: John Phillips (City of El Cajon) moved to approve the January 11, 2018, 6 

meeting summary as amended. 7 

Á Second: Alicia Appel (City of Escondido) seconded the motion. 8 

Á Vote: 21-0 in favor of motion. Motion passes. 9 

5. Regional San Diego Water Board Update 10 

Stephanie Gaines (County of San Diego) relayed the Regional Board was anticipating 11 

providing a draft schedule for Permit reissuance at this meeting; however, the schedule 12 

has not been confirmed by management yet. Regional Board Staff, therefore, did not 13 

attend this meeting.  14 

6. Budget *APPROVAL VOTES*  15 

Rollovers, FY2017-18 16 

The Program Planning Subcommittee (PPS) recommended for Regional Management 17 

Committee (RMC) approval of the following carryovers from FY17-18 to FY18-19: 18 

Á $33,880 for PPS Regulatory Support 19 

Á $43,902 for the Land Development Workgroup (LDW) 20 

As shown in the FY17-18 Regional Programs Shared Cost Budget Summary distributed 21 

both in advance of and at this meeting (see Attachment 1), the FY17-18 PPS budget 22 

included carryover from the previous year for regulatory support, Regional 23 

Clearinghouse, and education/outreach.  With those carryovers, the FY17-18 PPS budget 24 

was $565,327. PPS FY17-18 expenditures totaled $254,058, leaving an unspent budget of 25 

$286,700. From that unspent budget, the PPS requested and recommended carryover of 26 

$33,880 for regulatory support to cover task orders issued in FY17-18 but not yet closed 27 

(sediment quality objectives for $13,740; Report of Waste Discharge (ROWD) technical 28 

memo for $20,140). The PPS recommended all other unspent PPS FY17-18 budget funds 29 

be credited back to Copermittees, including the funds allocated by some Copermittees 30 

for the Stormwater Capture and Use Feasibility Study that was not done.  31 

Similarly, the FY17-18 LDW budget included carryover from the previous year of $207,041 32 

for BMP Design Manual update and support, alternative compliance, and the ROWD. The 33 

FY17-18 LDW budget was $507,041. LDW FY17-18 expenditures totaled $244,140, leaving 34

an unspent budget of $262,902. From that unspent budget, LDW requested and PPS 1 

recommended carryover of $43,902 for meeting support ($12,279 plus 5 percent contract 2 

management fee), BMP Design Manual update ($17,573 plus 5 percent contract 3 

management fee), and alternative compliance ($11,959 plus 5 percent contract 4 

management fee). The LDW and PPS recommended all other unspent LDW FY17-18 5 

budget funds be credited back to Copermittees.  6 

Á Motion: Andre Sonksen (City of San Diego) moved to carryover $77,782 of unspent 7 

funds from FY17-18 to the FY18-19 budget, with $33,880 allotted to the PPS for 8 

regulatory support and $43,902 allotted to the LDW for meeting support ($12,279 9 

plus 5 percent contract management fee), BMP design manual update and support 10 

($17,573 plus 5 percent contract management fee), and alternative compliance 11 

($11,959 plus 5 percent contract management fee). 12 

Á Second: Stephanie Bauer (Port of San Diego) seconded the motion. 13 

Á Vote: 21-0 in favor of motion. Motion passes. 14 

Credits, FY2017-18 15 

The PPS recommended for RMC approval the reconciliation of FY17-18 budget with the 16 

remaining FY17-18 funds of $497,834 to be credited to the /ƻǇŜǊƳƛǘǘŜŜǎΩ C¸му-19 17 

invoices. 18 

As shown in the FY17-18 Regional Programs Shared Cost Budget Summary distributed 19 

both in advance of and at this meeting (see Attachment 1), the FY17-18 PPS budget was 20 

$565,327. PPS FY17-18 expenditures totaled $254,058, leaving an unspent budget of 21 

$286,700. From that unspent budget, the RMC has approved carryover of $33,880. With 22 

the approved carryover amount, a total of $277,390 remains to be credited back to 23 

Copermittees from the PPS FY17-18 budget, including $24,570 allocated by some 24 

Copermittees for the Stormwater Capture and Use Feasibility Study that was not done.  25 

The FY17-18 LDW budget was $507,041. LDW FY17-18 expenditures totaled $244,140, 26 

leaving an unspent budget of $262,902. From that unspent budget, the RMC has 27 

approved carryover of $43,902. With the approved carryover amount, a total of $220,444 28 

remains to be credited back to Copermittees from the LDW FY17-18 budget. 29 

Á Motion: Alicia Appel (City of Escondido) moved to credit $24,570 to those 30 

Copermittees included in the Stormwater Capture and Use Feasibility Study; 31 

$252,820 from the PPS to all Copermittees; and, $220,444 from the LDW to all 32 

Copermittees; for a total credit amount of $497,834. 33 

Á Second: John Quenzer (City of National City) seconded the motion. 34 

Á Vote: 21-0 in favor of motion. Motion passes. 35 
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Adoption of Proposed FY19-20 Regional Shared Cost Budget and Work Plan 1 

The PPS recommended for RMC approval the following proposed FY19-20 PPS and LDW 2 

budgets totaling $824,410: 3

The proposed budget does not include the carryover amounts recently approved by the 4 

RMC. The carryover amounts will be added to the budget proposed above. Similarly, once 5 

the FY19-20 budget is approved by the RMC, the FY19-20 invoices sent to Copermittees 6 

will incorporate the FY17-18 credits as approved at this meeting. The County will 7 

distribute the approved budget and invoice details to the Copermittees after this meeting. 8 

The San Diego Regional Stormwater Copermittees FY19-20 Regional Work Plan and 9 

Budget distributed both in advance of and at the meeting (see Attachment 2) provides 10 

details and descriptions of the PPS and LDW tasks included in the proposed budget. The 11 

first sheet shows there is sufficient capacity in the Memorandum of Understanding to 12 

approve the proposed FY19-20 budget of $824,410.  13 

The Copermittees reviewed the handout in detail. The City of Chula Vista noted the 14 

detailed description for Task 2A Regulatory Support in the PPS portion is outdated. The 15 

County of San Diego will amend the description to remove old language and include 16 

permit reissuance and various regional efforts to implement the NPDES Permit.  17 

Á Motion: Mike James (City of Lemon Grove) moved to approve the proposed FY19-18 

20 PPS and LDW budgets, with the description on PPS Task 2A amended, for a total 19 

of $824,410 as detailed in the handout (see Attachment 2). 20 

Á Second: John Phillips (City of El Cajon) seconded the motion. 21 

Á Vote: 21-0 in favor of motion. Motion passes. 22 
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7. Trash Update, Track 1 and 2 1 

Track 1 ς County of San Diego 2 

Charles Mohrlock (County of San Diego) briefed the RMC on the County of San Diego Trash 3 

Mapping Submittal done in accordance with the Trash Amendments, Track 1.  4 

The Trash Amendments are a statewide mandate that requires all Copermittees to 5 

remove trash from stormwater runoff in priority land use (PLU) areas. PLUs are defined 6 

as commercial, industrial, mixed urban, high density residential, and public transportation 7 

stations. The Trash Amendments require Copermittees to either install full capture trash 8 

devices for trash 5 mm or greater in size in PLUs (Track 1) or implement a combination of 9 

full capture devices and institutional controls to collectively remove an equivalent 10 

amount of trash as a Track 1 approach by December 2030. Full capture devices include 11 

certain CDS units, connector pipe screens, and curb baskets.   12 

The Region 9 Order to comply with the Trash Amendments includes submittal 13 

requirements.  The first requirement was to inform the Regional Board of track selection. 14 

The County selected Track 1. The second requirement was to submit a jurisdictional map 15 

by December 3, 2018 that included the required map data, compliance milestones, and a 16 

summary of Caltrans coordination. The submittal also included, as an option, equivalent 17 

alternative land uses.  18 

Á Jurisdictional Mapping Data: Regional Board required a map of PLU areas, showing 19 

storm drain inlets in those areas and the entire drainage area collected by those 20 

inlets. The mapping portion was about 40 pages of the CountyΩǎ ǎǳōƳƛǘǘŀƭΦ {ƛƴŎŜ 21 

the County is a vast geographic area, the maps were first divided by watershed and 22

The mapping exercise showed within drainage areas that only small portions may 25 

be PLU areas. This presents a credit opportunity for removing trash from non-PLU 26 

areas that could be counted toward the trash reduction goals. 27 

Á Compliance Milestones: The County set the implementation year as starting year 0 28 

and completion at year 10. They provided a 10% milestone at year 3; 40% milestone 29 

at year 5; and, 75% milestone at year 8.  30 

Á Caltrans Coordination: The County manually determined which inlets would require 31 

additional coordination with Caltrans. The County has had three meetings with 32 

Caltrans representatives and briefly summarized those meetings in their 33 

jurisdictional mapping submittal. The County obtained GIS drainage data from 34 

Caltrans, discussed limitations along freeways, discussed their approach to the 35 

Trash Amendments since Caltrans technically is not required to implement anything 36 

in the San Diego region to comply with their statewide requirements, and discussed 37 

potential funding mechanisms for capital costs of installation. 38 
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Á Equivalent Alternative Land Uses: The Trash Amendments allow jurisdictions to 1 

substitute equivalent alternative land uses to replace PLUs. The jurisdiction must 2 

demonstrate the total trash generated by the equivalent land use is greater than or 3 

equal to the trash generated by the PLUs. The County looked at the PLUs for the 4 

entire jurisdiction, applied trash generation rates from the regional analysis, and 5 

calculated that 830,000 gallons of trash would need to be removed from the 6 

jurisdiction annually to comply with the Trash Amendments Track 1. The County 7 

requested a credit of 1 gallon per acre per year for any developed non-PLU areas 8 

being treated by the full capture devices.  9 

The County has met all requirements for the Track 1 jurisdictional mapping submittal.  10 

The County plans to retrofit approximately 1,300 storm drain inlets to achieve the 11 

removal of about 830,000 gallons of trash per year. Moving forward, the County will 12 

continue to evaluate opportunities to achieve the ultimate goal in smarter, more efficient 13 

ways. They plan to evaluate regional approaches to trash capture, looking at larger 14 

drainage areas and drainage backbones and possible offline diversions with larger devices 15 

that could potentially treat trash and other stormwater pollutants. The implementation 16 

plan submitted shows the County is working toward compliance; however, the plan may 17 

be adjusted and optimized as projects are constructed and lessons are learned. 18 

Mo Lahsaie (City of Oceanside) asked if the compliance milestones are committed 19 

percentages and reminded Copermittees the Trash Amendments require achievement of 20 

the final milestone, not interim ones. The County of San Diego indicated there is no 21 

commitment to reporting at any of the proposed interim milestones and the plan may be 22 

adjusted as previously discussed. 23 

Alicia Appel (City of Escondido) asked how the County plans to demonstrate their load 24 

reduction, if it will be done through calculations, monitoring, studies, or another method. 25 

Charles Mohrlock (County of San Diego) ŜȄǇƭŀƛƴŜŘ ǘƘŜ /ƻǳƴǘȅΩǎ ǎǳōƳƛǘǘŀƭ ƛƴŎƭǳŘŜǎ a 26 

footnote that states the County will demonstrate achieving their ultimate goal by using 27 

literature values and desktop exercises. The County will not be doing field verification.  28 

The County will share their submittal with all Copermittees, as it is now a public 29 

document. Caltrans was required to submit on the same date; therefore, the Caltrans 30 

submittal should also be available publicly through the Water Board.  31 

Track 2 ς City of Carlsbad 32

The City of Carlsbad first refined their PLU areas, especially the high density residential 35 

areas, which were not aligning with existing land use data. They did project-by-project 36 

parcel density analysis to refine and reduce their PLU footprint. The City also recognized 37 

they do not have significant trash generation in most areas as existing City programs 38 
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already address trash. Staff completed CASQA On-land Visual Trash Assessment trainings 1 

and conducted surveys in all PLU areas. The data showed almost 60 percent of those PLU 2

finding reduced the area for which the City is required to implement additional controls.  4 

The City plans to look at existing controls (e.g., street sweeping, manual litter pickup, 5 

industrial/commercial inspections, JRMP programs) and enhance those where possible. 6 

The City also plans to conduct pilot studies to help achieve the capture goal. Where those 7 

approaches are ineffective, the City will use full capture devices.  8 

For their Regional Board submittal, the City included the 10-year scheduled achievement 9 

and about three interim milestones with percentages of PLU areas expected to be 10 

compliant. They also included a brief description of Caltrans coordination, essentially 11 

stating that, when necessary, they will coordinate with Caltrans. Their basic plan is to keep 12 

doing what they are doing with some expansion or enhancement of existing controls and 13 

limited implementation of full capture devices. 14 

To determine their percentage of areas compliant, the City may use a hybrid of walking 15 

street transects and parcel-based monitoring. For the first part of implementation, the 16 

City plans to look at existing private and public BMPs for opportunities to identify full 17 

capture already included in new developments or opportunities to work with property 18 

owners on retrofits. 19 

8. Project Clean Water ς Report Pollution Tool 20 

Rouya Rasoulzadeh (County of San Diego) thanked all Copermittees for providing correct 21 

email addresses for reporting pollution through ProjectCleanWater.org. The report 22 

pollution tool on Project Clean Water (www.projectcleanwater.org/report-pollution-2/) 23 

was created to make it easier for jurisdictions to receive their complaints. Previously, 24 

phone calls would come to the County of San Diego and would be forwarded or 25 

dispatched to the jurisdictions, resulting in a delay between the compliant being filed and 26 

it being received by the correct jurisdiction. With the online tool, people can now type in 27 

an address, describe the pollution, include images if desired, and submit the complaint 28 

directly to the correct jurisdiction. 29 

The tool web page has images and examples of common pollution, including irrigation 30 

runoff, sediment/erosion, illegal dumping, and other common illegal discharges 31 

commonly reported.  32 

The tool requires a name, email or phone number, and the date of incident being 33 

reported. Once submitted, an email provides a complaint number to the person reporting 34 

the incident. 35

As some jurisdictions already have online reporting tools, the Copermittees suggested 5

9. Announcements 10 

¶ Mo Lahsaie (City of Oceanside) shared how the City of Oceanside is approaching 11 

trash associated with homeless populations. The City has several rivers and creeks 12 

that are used by significant numbers of homeless people. Complaints to CalEPA on 13 

this issue are routed to the Regional Board and then to the City. Mo is frequently in 14 

touch with Laurie Walsh (Regional Board) and her team regarding this problem. The 15

has agreed to an ongoing as-needed contract with Urban Corps for them to cleanup 18 

areas in or near receiving waters that are not handled by Public Works or the Police 19 

Department. 20 

¶ Mo Lahsaie (City of Oceanside) shared the San Luis Rey Estuary has been closed the 21 

past three years because of drought and no flow in the river. With the recent rain of 22 

2.8 inches at Lake Henshaw, the San Luis Rey Estuary is now open.  23 

¶ Marisa Soriano (City of Chula Vista) introduced Kimberly Valenzuela, a new City of 24 

Chula Vista employee in their stormwater program. 25
